Today we think about how Jesus fed the 5,000 (John 6)
(note for leader: bring picnic items with you)
The school holidays are about to start. What will you be doing during the holidays? Will you be going on holiday? Or for picnics in the park? Let’s sing: Teddy bears’ picnic


What would you take with you? What do you need for a picnic? 

In the Bible, there is a story about a really big picnic. Lots of people, 5,000 men came to listen to Jesus. Can you imagine that many people? 5,000? And that didn’t include the women and the children. There may have been more than 10,000 people there! That is a lot of people. And they’d all come to hear Jesus. Jesus talked to them and they listened and listened. 

After a while, they were getting hungry, but most of them hadn’t brought any food with them and there were no shops or restaurants or cafes nearby. Jesus’ friends wondered how they were going to feed all these people. 

They found a boy who had five loaves of bread and 2 fish. Let’s sing, 1,2,3,4,5 once I caught a fish alive. Jesus’ friends asked the boy if he would be willing to share his food with everyone else. The boy was really lovely and gave his lunch to Jesus’ friends. Jesus broke the bread and the fish in pieces and his friends handed the food around to everyone. And guess what? There was enough food for everyone there. Enough food for all these thousands of people. All because the little boy was willing to share his lunch! Everyone had food to eat, no one went hungry and there was even food left over. And the people could carry on listening to Jesus talk about God and how much God loves them. 

So, if you are going on a picnic during the holidays, think about Jesus feeding all those people and telling them about God and think about the little boy who made it all possible by sharing his food with everyone else.
