Last Sunday, we remembered the events of Pentecost, when Jesus’ friends received the Holy Spirit. They were suddenly able to speak lots of different languages and everyone could understand them! The Old Testament reading for Pentecost is about people not being able to understand each other, because they suddenly spoke different languages (Pentecost reverses this). 
There is a story in the Bible about how people came to speak different languages and live in different parts of the world.

One day, a long, long, long, long time ago, a group of people came together. They had a plan! They were going to build a tower. Not just any tower. They were going to build the biggest and tallest tower ever! (bring bricks to build a tower or get the children to stretch to become tall towers) Let’s sing: This is the way
The people had a special reason for building their tower. They wanted to be better and bigger than God! They thought that if they could build a tower that was high enough to reach heaven it would show that they were cleverer than God. 

God knew that what they were doing was dangerous. If they build the tower too high, it could come tumbling down! And people would get hurt by the falling bricks! He didn’t want that to happen. God had a plan…

One day, the people arrived at work as usual, but something was different….they couldn’t understand each other anymore. One of them asked his friend: ‘could you pass me a stone?’ and his friend said ‘What do you mean my husband looks like a toad?’ Another one said ‘Do you fancy a cup of tea’ and her friend said: ‘What is wrong with my nose?’ 

They were speaking different languages and couldn’t understand each other anymore.

Because they couldn’t understand each other anymore, they couldn’t work together and so they had to give up building the tower. 

The people moved all over the world and settled in Africa and America and Europe and Asia. They never tried to build such a big tower again. Let’s sing: All over the world
