Today’s story comes from the Bible: Genesis chapter 37(adapted).

He had lots of older brothers and sisters. But Joseph was his Dad’s favourite. His Dad gave him a coat made of many different colours. Joseph liked his coat very much. Every day he would get up and put on his bright coat. After breakfast he would go to look after the sheep. At night he had lots of dreams. One dream was about the sun and the moon and the stars. Let’s sing Twinkle twinkle. 
Joseph’s brothers didn’t like him, because their dad seemed to like Joseph better than them. One day they grabbed him and took off his lovely coat. Then some travelling salespeople came along so they sold Joseph to the travellers. ‘Good bye Joseph,’ they said, and they went home. They told their Dad that Joseph had been attacked by animals. But that wasn’t true, was it? 
Joseph was trafficked to Egypt and he was made to work there. His life was far from easy, but when the Pharaoh, a very important king, had a dream that he couldn’t understand, Joseph was the only one who could help. He told Pharaoh that his dream was a warning that there would be a famine. That they would have 7 years without rain and that nothing would be able to grown in the fields. Joseph helped Pharaoh store lots of food.
