This weekly session helps young ones learn about God in a Christian service. Please encourage them to be fully engaged. Feel free to sit on the mat with your child. Please save chatting until later. Thank you.

Last week we celebrated the feast of the Ascension; we remember that Jesus left his followers and went to heaven. This marks the end of his earthly ministry. It is a difficult concept for young children (or any of us.) The story is from the Book of Acts 1: 6-11

Jesus was with his friends doing lots of things. They went for walks and they talked a lot and they sang songs together. They caught lots of fish in their nets from their boats. Let’s sing 1,2,3,4,5, and row your boat.  
One day Jesus said ‘I must now leave you. When I am gone I shall always remember you. But you won’t be able to see me as you see me now. Let’s go for one last walk together.’ On the walk he told them that he would send a special wind – the Holy Spirit – to be with them always. Just like the wind, we can feel it. We can’t see it. But we can see the trees moving when the wind blows. And the wind is everywhere.
Jesus and his special friends walked to a mountain (walk around with the kids – pretend you are climbing a high mountain). They climbed the mountain until they were up very high. It was a long hard climb. 
When they got to the top they stood there still talking. Jesus said, ‘Goodbye.’ A cloud came in front of Jesus. When the cloud moved Jesus had gone. 
The friends gazed up into the sky. (get the children to gaze up into the sky) Two men appeared and said to them, ‘Why are you staring at the sky? Go and do what Jesus asked you to do. Tell everyone about him and about the good things that he has done.’ 
So they went down the mountain and told people what had happened. We sing: If you’re happy and you know it
Let’s sing God is good to me.
We put our hands together and sit very still for our prayers.

We pray: We can’t see you, Jesus, but we know you are with us, just as we can’t see the wind but we can feel it. Thank you for looking after us. We know you are close to us always. Amen.
