Welcome to Toddlers Service.

If you are new please fill in a sheet (table by the door).
This weekly session helps young ones learn about God in a Christian service. Please encourage them to be fully engaged. Feel free to sit on the mat with your child. Please save chatting until later. Thank you.

On Sea Sunday we remember those who are seafarers and transport 90% of all we need for our daily needs.
(note for leader: you could bring a CD player and play the song: Didn’t we have a lovely time the day we went to Bangor by Fiddler’s Dram)
Refer to the approaching summer holidays. They may provide the opportunity for going away on holiday, or for day trips. Ask if any of the children have been to the seaside. Where did they go? 

The seaside excites all of our senses. Invite the children to accompany you on an imaginary trip to the coast. 


Let’s imagine we’re at (Name). Let’s go down to the beach. What can you see? (The sun sparkling on the sea. Distant ships on the horizon. Other children building sandcastles and paddling in the water. Shells nestling in the sand. Creatures in the rock pools.) Let’s sing: This is the way..

What can you hear? (The waves washing on the shore. Children shouting and laughing. Music from the funfair. The cry of seagulls.)

What can you feel? (The rough grains of sand between your toes. The warm sun. Remember to put on some sun lotion! The icy cold water as you paddle. The towel as you dry yourself.)

What can you smell? (The saltiness of the sea and seaweed. Your sun lotion. Fish and chips and sausages from the beach café.) Let’s sing: 10 fat sausages

Are you hungry? What’s your favourite seaside taste? Fish and chips? Candyfloss? Seaside rock? Ice cream? Let’s sing: God is good to me.

Jesus spent a lot of time near the sea. Some of his friends were fishermen who worked on the sea, going out in boats, catching fish. Let’s sing: 1,2,3,4,5

The sea is one of the many wonderful things that God gives us. The sea can be used to transport people and things and the sea can be a place where we play in the sand or paddle in. As we all of God’s gifts, we need to be careful with it and respect it.

We put our hands together and sit very still for our prayers.
